Life Cycle of a Frog

(LS-E-A4) Identify physical characteristics of organisms (e.g., worms, amphibians, plants)

(LS-E-B1) Compare the life cycles of selected organisms (e.g., mealworm, caterpillar, tadpole)

Equipment: iMac lab; cloth life cycle kit

Procedures:  

1. Using cloth vel-cro models, the teacher will have students arrange the frog life cycle pieces on the chart correctly and discuss the phases.

2. Students will turn on their iMac computers and go to Inspiration.

3. Students will create a diagram on Inspiration of the life cycle of a frog by labeling text blocks appropriately and then connecting the text blocks.

5. Students will copy pictures to either paste or drag to their life cycles.

6. After their cycles are complete, the teacher will print their completed life cycles which will be graded.
