Day 1:  TTW ask students if they remember the story of the Three Little Pigs. The teacher reviewed the story by doing a round robin. (This is where the teacher gives the first sentence of the story and each student adds one sentence summarizing the story.)   Then TTW read The True Story of the Three Little Pigs  which is told from the wolf’s point of view.   TTW review the story elements of this story using  a story critter. TTW review parts of a venn diagram.  Students will use a venn diagram to compare and contrast the two stories.  


Day 2:  TLW summarize both stories. Then he/she will choose the character that they believe is correct. Then using the venn diagram from yesterday, they will write a paragraph defending that character’s point of view and explaining why he/she is correct. TTW print out the diagrams when complete.
