GLE or Objective : 
· GLE’s 60 and 61 
· TLW discuss the causes and effects of the Civil War.

Description:

After the ten minutes is up, the students will present an argument as to their reasons for being involved in the war.  The students will have to defend their position and argue as to why the other group’s position is not correct.

· The teacher will be the moderated to provide some structure to the event.
