GLE or Objective
To correctly use complex conjunctions in dependent clauses to create a paragraph

Description
Day 1: The lesson began with splitting the class into groups of two. Each group was given an envelope with a label of a particular subject/noun. Inside the envelope were 6 complex conjunctions. The instructions given to the class were to create a story about their subject (on the envelope) using all 6 complex conjunctions that they were given. I did not lead them in any way as to what their story should be about. They just saw their subject and used their conjunctions. Some examples of the subjects they were given were John McCain, Barrack Obama, voting, teenager, American flag, etc. We would immediately think election, but some students may not. Anyway…They had 15 minutes to prewrite with their partner what they wanted to write about and how to use the conjunctions. Then they were to type their story in Word on the laptop. They were to then choose a picture from the clipart gallery to illustrate. Each group saved their stories on the computer.
Day 2: I printed each group’s story and passed it back out. We proofread it and made changes. We then printed the final copy.
