· Understanding Conflict and Resolution

· Grade – 4th 

Subject – ELA

Time Frame – 2 or 3 days
· Objective
· To demonstrate understanding of four types of conflict and resolution found in literature (character vs character, character vs nature, character vs society, character vs himself).
· Description
· Reviewed the four types of conflict and resolution using a PowerPoint (adapted from http://www.readwritethink.org). During the discussion, the students drew on their past reading to bring examples to the class that reflected each C/R.

· In groups of two, students picked one type of C/R and created a two panel comic strip that illustrated the C/R.

· Each group was given a storyboard to complete. They used this to brainstorm their comic strip.

· After the storyboard was completed, students used http://www.toondoo.com/ to create the comic strip.

· Teacher created one account and each group worked inside that account and saved their comic strip so it would only be visible for that class.
