Subject: Science

Time Frame:  55min.
GLE: 22  
Objective : Students will explain and give examples of how scientific discoveries have affected society. 
Description 
1.  The students will begin with a modern day picture of a kitchen/living area. 

2.  The student will recognize some of the appliances that they may have in their homes.
3.  In each group, the students will propose how they think things were different in the year of 1900 and then 1950. They will write down some of these ideas.
4.  The students will explore a timeline on www.pbs.org/wgbh/aso/tryit/tech/# .

5.  Each group will explore the year of 1900 and write down the differences of 4 appliances from the main picture. They will compare and describe the differences in a chart.

6.  Each group will then be assigned another year to compare with the years of 1900 and 2008. These changes will also be noted into a chart. 

7.  The students are given pictures of a modern day phone, television, refrigerator, and mp3 player. In the chart, the student will predict what each item will look like in the year of 2025. They will draw and describe each. 
8.  The students will then share it within their groups. 

9. The teacher will allow each group to share some of the predictions made.
