Description  showed students a PowerPoint presentation on probability, the definitions, and a continuum of possibilities

Other Materials  colored cubes and paper bags, worksheet for recording outcomes
Higher Order Thinking Skill  comparing the results of their experiment to the predictions they made

answering questions such as “Suppose you try the experiment with 1 red cube and 2 blue cubes.  How would this change your probabilities?  Which color would you be more likely to pick from the bag?”
Learning Strategy  cooperative learning groups, working together to make predictions and discover how probability works
