GLE or Objective
To understand what information should be put into a graphic organizer and why it is important. 
Description
The lesson began with 12 graphic organizer transparencies on the overhead. The students were to look and see what they all had in common. (Any graphic organizer will do.) We discussed why we would use graphic organizers and what type of info we could put in them. I then showed a powerpoint on graphic organizers explaining why we use different ones and how the same material can be used on different graphic organizers to show different info. I then passed out a copy of the “Three Little Pigs” to each of my five groups. I had them follow along as I read the story to them. I then passed out a different graphic organizer to each group and had them organizer the information from the story in the given graphic organizer. I wanted them to understand that the same info can be used and presented in many ways depending on what important details you wanted to focus on. I gave a triple venn diagram to one group, a time line to one group, a story map to two groups, and a time line comic strip to one group. Each student had their own graphic organizer so one person was not doing all of the work. After all were finished, they shared their graphic organizers with the class.
