Description
The teacher and students reviewed the trouble over taxes, the colonists rebel, and the revolution begins using a promethean flipchart.  The students manipulated the flipchart to work with the taxes that started the unrest, the people that helped lead the unrest, the timeline for the rebellion, the major events of the rebellion, Paul revere’s ride, the battles of Lexington/concord and bunker hill.  Students completed the flipchart by predicting how their world would be different if the British had won the revolutionary war.
