TLW be able to compare and contrast the differences and similarities between the carbon cycle and the water cycle, using a Venn diagram and laptops. 
Description

TTW introduce the lesson, by reviewing vocabulary with the students. (see appendix D) water cycle, evaporation, water vapor, humidity, condensation, cirrus clouds, cumulus clouds, stratus clouds, fog, precipitation, rain, snow, hail, sleet, groundwater.  TTW ask students to turn on their laptops and go to the web page www.http.//pppst.com and view an interactive model of the water cycle.  TLW then label (appendix C) the parts of the water cycle. TTW then ask students to review the power point on kids crossing about the carbon cycle. TLW then complete a Venn diagram comparing and contrasting the attributes of both cycles
