GLE or Objective

 Describe the characteristics of the inner and outer planets (ESS-M-C2)
Use data to compare the planets in terms of orbit, size, composition, density, rotation, revolution, and atmosphere (ESS-M-C2)

Description- After studying the three outer planets and Pluto, students will synthesize the information they have regarding the planet’s size, composition, distance from the sun, etc and hypothesize what their weight will be on these planets. They will then calculate their weight on each of the planets. Based on their findings, they will discuss the reasoning behind this. Discussions will continue regarding Newton’s formula and the difference between weight and mass.
