Description- 

Students will begin unit on plant and animal cells.


Students will watch a short video clip on cells and take notes on note taking sheet.


Students will complete a short summary based on their notes.


Students will use checklist to indicate which parts of cells are found only in plants, animals, or in both. (checklist provided).


Students will also describe the function of each part.


After discussion, students will complete Venn Diagram comparing and contrasting two cells.


Students will create an “Alien” cell where they must decide the shape of the cell, parts of the cell, and functions of each part. Creativity is encouraged. After students have drawn their cell, they will be able to re-create it in a paint program such as Tux Paint (Yes, 7th graders like Tux Paint too ( )
