Subject- Math & Science
Time Frame-60 Minutes
GLE or Objective

GLE# ELA #48, Math#20, 16, 30, Science #9
TLW be able to identify different U.S. time zones and calculate math problems across these time zones. TLW be able to compare and contrast the different time zones and identify which time zone is for each region of the U.S.
Description

TTW introduce the lesson, having students recognize that time zones can start either of the east coast or the west coast and depending on travel distance calculate the time across time zones. TLW use real life applications to figure out how to calculate this time, example vacation. TTW use lap top and Elmo technology. 

TSW use the laptop and website  http://www.time-for-time.com/
TTW hand out worksheets with different clocks and ask students to calculate the time on each zone. TLW use an interactive clock on the web site to recognize how time changes as one travels across each zone.

TTW assign a homework sheet that will require each student to fill in their own T.V. guide and calculate elapsed time on Central Standard Time.

Worksheet, Telling Time (time zone), and My TV Guide (elapsed time)

Higher Order Thinking Skill
TTW ask guiding questions that allow the students to think of time as relevant to real life ex. Vacation

TTW ask students why Hawaii and Alaska have different time zones than the continental United States.
